Simple country cheese

On the 30/8/18 the upper primary class made cheese after visiting two dairies and completing the Cows Create 
Careers program. If you like fetta, you will love this firm and crumbly cheese! 
Ingredients:  

- 3 litres of Jersey Fresh full cream milk 

- ½ cup of white vinegar 

- 2 teaspoons of sea salt 

Equipment: 
- 2 saucepans 

- Cooking thermometer 

- Cheese cloth 

- Strainer 

- Measuring cups  

- Wooden spoon 

Method: 
1. Measure and pour the 3 litres of milk into a big saucepan. Let it warm to a boil until it has reached 90 

degrees. 

2. Take the milk off the heat and pour in ½ cup of white vinegar. 

3. Stir until there are thick chunks (milk curd). 

4. Put the strainer inside of the second saucepan then put the cheese cloth on top of the strainer.  

5. Get a spoon and spoon out the chunks into the cheese cloth. 

6. Pour about ¼ of the way (liquid) into the cheese cloth and wait for it to drain. 

7. Repeat step 6 until all the liquid is in the saucepan under the strainer. 

8. Put two teaspoons of sea salt into the chunks (milk curd) and mix. 

9. Pull in the corners of the cheese cloth and twist to mould the cheese. 

10. Hang from kitchen sink tap until cool. Refrigerate for two days. 

11. Enjoy your cheese, with salad or biscuits!
