NAPLAN has been completed and every child was involved in 

testing regardless of year level. There are two reasons for this- to 

give all students the experience with this format and to reduce 

anxiety levels. Secondly so teachers can see the areas which 

students need further work. NAPLAN is not just a test of literal 

answers but many questions require a deeper understanding of 

the concepts and the ability to work through multi-step 

problems. Teachers will be marking the non NAPLAN year tests 

and using the results to inform their practise. Results from the 

official tests should be available September. 

The camp was a huge hit ς we are very lucky to have teachers 

who are dedicated and willing to give up their time -- and go 

without sleep --so children can have amazing learning 

experiences.  We could have done without the downpour when 

we were unpacking the bus.
