They noted so many 
positives and our 3 directives are targets we had already 
identified and are in our site action plan - Well Done 
Cambrai! 
Small Schools Sports Day –is on the 22nd of September. 
Thank you to Ian Hunter who is heading off early to put 
up our shelter. You will have received a note to let you 
know that we will be leaving here promptly at 8:15 am. 
The busses will be running early so don’t sleep in! Last 
year we were late –it’s not going to happen again! 
Teachers are wearing capes and ‘reggae’ caps so you 
won’t miss  us. We are taking spare large Cambrai tops in 
case parents want to wear them. Students are learning

The music workshops delivered by “Emu Tree” have 
begun and the year 5/6/7 group will have two more next 
week learning how to program music on the computers. 
The Festival Choir is Friday the 15 of Sept. The 
culmination of the dedication of the students involved 
and particularly Mrs Fraser. Students will leave school at 
7.15am and be at the Entertainment Centre until very 
late - what an amazing experience for them. 
Fun for Youth after School sports – Another great 
opportunity – we will ensure bus children get home if 
that is a concern for you. Our great staff are happy to stay 
and supervise if you can’t get there. 
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I believe some students struggle to see the value of schooling. If you can’t see a purpose for what you 
are doing, it can be hard to try your best – especially when it is hard work. To show children the amazing 
opportunities there are out in the work force, the whole school will focus on Careers for 2 weeks every 
term. The last two weeks of this term we are learning about careers with animals. We have a Farrier 
coming in, a vet nurse, and an apiarist with an observation hive. We would love to have a shearer, park 
ranger, vet…. If you know someone who would be prepared to come in and talk about their occupation 
let us know. 
Next term in weeks 1 and 2 we are looking at careers in the Trades. We are going to visit a building site 
and talk to the tradies. Again if you or someone you know has a trade please contact us. 
The learning these weeks will be around that occupation group – for example vocab words, learning 
about the mathematical concepts they need, the literacy that they might use. 
Each time we will be asking students to select one that they might like to be from each work group and 
to know the education requirements for that career. They will build up a whole range of possible jobs. 
The world is their oyster! 
Next year will be the 130th anniversary of our great school. We are beginning to think about what this 
may look like so if you have ideas or would like to be involved please let me know. 
Last Saturday all staff went to Mannum for a whole day training on the big 6 of Reading. It was very 
good and teachers are already implementing some of the ideas and strategies. I will be running a small 
workshop for Pre School parents (and  anyone else interested ) on phonological awareness. These skills 
are the foundation of reading success and can be taught from a very young age. I will also talk on the 
importance of vocabulary development and how that impacts on reading. Please let Charmaine or 
Bronwyn know if you would like to come along on the 25th of October. 
The year 5/6/7 class are working hard on the Curlew hut out at Meldanda. We will be holding an 
opening ceremony on the 10th of November so keep that date in your diary. 
Sports day review - We have asked for feedback from students, staff and governing council members on 
our first CPS sports day. We had already identified some areas we want to develop. On the whole the 
feedback was very positive. If you have something to add please let us know. As with everything – we 
want Cambrai to be the best it can possibly be.
